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Favorite Books for Summer Reading

handy when you are hungry for another story. Books are listed in no special order, other than alphabetical by
author’s last name.

Speak by Laurie Halse Anderson. “Very popular among students, especially girls. At high school. I have several copies
in the library, but almost never on the shelf. Its reputation travels quickly by word of mouth. The story is about a girl who
enters high school with a secret: she has been raped at a summer party by a popular upper classman. Other students know she
is the one who called the cops and got the party busted, but they don't know why she did it. She finds herself beginning high
school as an outcast who cannot speak.” Grades 9-12. - Sonja Bedford, Maria Carrillo HS

Halleluhah! The Welcome Table by Maya Angelou. “The stories are great, and the recipes are even better. It's fun.” Grades 9-12. -

Peter and the Star Catchers by Dave Barry and Ridley Pearson. “It's a fantasy adventure meant to be a prequel to Peter Pan. This
collaboration between to adult authors is told with a lot of humor and panache (what else would you expect from the creator of "Talk Like a Pirate
Day").

Crusader and Tangerine by Edward Bloor. Both books are based in Florida and address suburban issues like racism and
virtual violence.

Al Capone Does My Shirts by Gennifer Choldenko. “A Newbery award honor book. FYI: It does contain a part where the boy is
concerned that his sister was raped, but for most kids it is not spelled out and they probably won't get that part.” Grades 5-9. — Donnine Davis

Gregor the Overlander by Suzanne Collins. “Gregor is an adventurous and caring boy who rescues his sister and
his father in this series of adventures under NY city.” Grades 5-8. — George Pilling, Visalia

"This is really, truly a book for kids. There's no adult agenda, no sophisticated overtones. The little sister was one of the
most endearing characters I've encountered in a long time. I loved the protective relationship of Gregor toward that little
toddler. A similar relationship is found in Farmer's The Sea of Trolls, but the little sister isn't nearly as loveable.” —

Because of Winn-Dixie by Kate DiCamillo. “It is touching, the dog doesn't die, and it runs the gamut from sad to funny throughout the
book. I1love the way that Opal, the main character, speaks to her dog as if he were human. It is a wonderful way to reveal her persondl point of view.
Kids want to talk about why Opal's mother ran away. It is recommended for the mature reader.” Grades 6-12. -- Pam Carrie, Chapman Hills

The Tale of Despereux by Kate DiCamillo. “It might be a bit cliché, but I feel it is one of the best books for this age group, if not the best. 1
believe it will be a classic among classics. If you haven't read it, put it on top of your ‘must read list. Even if you don't serve this age group, you will
likely enjoy the book. After you have read it, find Kate Di Camillo's acceptance speech for the Newbery Medal award. There you will find how her
own life is reflected in the themes of the book” Grades 4-6.

House of the Scorpion by Nancy Farmer. All books by this author are great reads. "Sci-fi. Fast-paced read -
takes place in Southern California and Mexico in the future that is now called Opium.

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Looking for Alaska by John Green. “The story is set in a boarding school in Alabama. Miles is the narrator who struggles to tell this story
honestly, and reminds the reader of Phineas in ‘A Separate Peace.” The group of friends the reader becomes very familiar with are smart, articulate
and rebellious. All the boys are in love with Alaska, beautiful, bright and very complex. She laughs and jokes, but drinks and smokes too much and
falls into very depressed moods. The author's style is realistic. These teenagers drink, smoke and have sex. But the main characters also engage in the
big philosophical questions of life regarding death, grief, and suffering.”

The Curious Incident of the Dog in the Night-Time by Mark Haddon. “This a story told from the point of
view of a high-functioning autistic teenage boy, living in an interior world unlike most. The author's empathy and quirkiness
find a home in this character who compels the reader to care. Also, it's full of interesting little mathematical codes and puzzles
connected to the central mystery.” HS-Adult. — Susie Goodin, Berkeley

“A mathematically-gifted, autistic 15-year-old investigates the death of a neighbor's dog and uncovers startling information
about his family.“ Grades 10-12.

Healer’s Keep (part of a series) by Victoria Hanley. Fantasy. Four young people come together to fight the powers of
darkness.

Ida B..and Her Plans to Maximize Fun, Avoid Disaster, and (Possibly) Save the World by Katherine Hannigan. Good
“read-aloud” story. Rural setting. A young, home-schooled girl is turned upside down when her mother develops cancer and must undergo cancer
treatments. Parts of her beloved farm must be sold, trees cut down, and she must adjust to public school. Grades 4-6. — Amber Claflin and Tami

Eventide by Kent Haruf. “For those who enjoyed Plainsong," this sort-of sequel will give you the cozy feeling you no doubt experienced during
that pleasurable read. "Eventide" focuses on the McPheron brothers as well as some new characters. No need to read *Plainsong’ first, but it is
recommended as it is such a wonderful book.” Grades 9-12. - Shaun Lloyd, Redondo

Mosey: The Remarkable Friendship of a Boy and his Elephant by Ralph D. Helfer. “This is a great story because it builds
on students’ empathy and curiosity regarding animals, friendship and different cultures. It is also a great story of boy who
refuses to give up his friend the elephant Mosey. He steals away on a ship to be with Mosey. After a dramatic shipwreck they
almost die but survive and remain together. This is a great adventure story and a great triumphing over hardship story. It is
also a good reluctant reader book” Grades 3-8.

Sammy and Juliana in Hollywood by Benjamin Alire Saenz. “This book has love, hate, smoking, drinking, sex, drugs, rock-and-roll,
homosexuality, bilingual profanity, blasphemy, political action, the Viet Nam war, violence, death, and - the most honest and beautifully written
description of teen-aged angst as seen through the smoke-colored glasses of barrio life that I have ever read. The characters and dialogue are so real
that they literally jump off the page, and through it all the strength of a loving family and the importance of reading books prevail.

I have taught these kids. I know them -- all of them, and the book should be required reading for any educator who teaches in a community like
Hollywood (a barrio in Las Cruces, NM.) Prepare for it to be challenged from many corners, even though it was nominated for the 2004 LA Times
